Obedience Entrants Please Note:  Effective 1/1/04  Chapter 1, Section 8, ASCA obedience 

regulations: All dogs six (6) months and older must have an individual ASCA registration or LEP number or an ASCA 

tracking number to compete in ASCA sanctioned Obedience Trials.  A dog will be allowed to be shown at the trial where the 

handler applies for an ASCA tracking number.  The handler will be issued a receipt by the Registration table valid for sixty 

(60) days to allow the Business Office time to issue the tracking number.  Photocopies or originals of registration or tracking 

number papers must be presented to the Registration Table upon request when entering ASCA sanctioned Obedience Trials.  If 

your dog has not earned any ASCA titles, your dog is required to begin in Novice.  ASCA title requires 3 qualifying scores 

under 2 judges. 

 

ü Entries on official ASCA forms only.  ASCA entry forms can be downloaded at: www.asca.org/forms/index.html 

ü All Aussies over six (6) months of age may be asked to show proof of ASCA registration.  Be prepared to present 

registration papers on all dogs six (6) months of age or older as of the date of the show. 

ü All dogs may be asked to show proof of rabies vaccination.  In that event, a certificate from a licensed veterinarian 

is required. 

ü Any dog that displays viciousness toward people or animals at any time on the show premises will be ejected from 

the show site for the entire show weekend with no refund of entries. 

ü Physical abuse of any animal will not be tolerated.  Any person on the show site reported to have physically abused 

an animal will be ejected from the show site for the entire show weekend with no refund of entries, and will be 

subject to disciplinary action per ASCA rules.   

ü No puppies less than 8 weeks of age are allowed on the show site.  Absolutely no puppy sales allowed on the show 

grounds. 

ü Rock River Valley practices the PUP Policy (Pick it Up People).  Anyone caught not cleaning up after their dog 

(indoors or out) is subject to ejection from the show site, no refund of entries.  Please keep your grooming/crating 

area neat. 

ü RRVASC, its Board of Directors, ASCA, its Board of Directors, and the property owner assume no responsibility 

for any loss, damage or injury sustained by exhibitors, handlers or to any of their dogs, personal property and/or 

children. 

ü Training on the grounds is prohibited. 

ü Dogs must be on leash at all times.   

ü No ex pens or blow dryers in the building.  No chalking. 

ü Soft-sided crates limited to two.  Please stack crates wherever possible. 

ü Building will open to exhibitors at 5:00 p.m. Friday and daily at 7:30 a.m. and will close one hour after conclusion

From North and South: I-90 and I-39 exit at Hwy 12 and 18 West (also 

known as the Beltline (Exit at Park St/Hwy 14 and turn South (left) on 

Hwy 14. Go about 0.5 mile and exit at MM/McCoy Rd and turn right on 

McCoy Rd. Take the first right turn onto Syene Rd. At the first 

intersection, turn left on Post Rd., MadCity is the blue and tan building on 

the left. 

From East: I-94 to I-90 and I-39 South. Follow above directions. 

From West: Take Hwy 18 East to Hwy 14. Exit South on Hwy 14 to 

McCoy Rd. Go West (right) on McCoy Rd., Turn right on Syene Rd. 

Left on Post road. MadCity is on the left.
